Verona: The town in which Romeo and Juliet is set
William Shakespeare: The playwright who wrote Romeo and Juliet
Pun: A play on words
Christopher Marlowe: A competing writer, born in the same year as Shakespeare
Montagues and Capulets: Rival families in Romeo and Juliet
Males: The only gender allowed to act in a play in Elizabethan England
Sonnet: A fourteen line poem (3 quatrains and a rhymed couplet) often used in Shakespeare’s works
Romantic Tragedy: The genre of Romeo and Juliet
The Globe Theatre: Theatre built and run by Shakespeare’s acting company in 1599
Modern (Renaissance) English: The language in which Shakespeare used to write his plays
Anne Hathaway: Shakespeare’s wife
Syllable: The smallest portion of speech or writing
Iamb: A foot that consists of one unstressed syllable and one stressed syllable
Stratford on Avon: Shakespeare’s place of birth
Groundlings: A patron who paid 1 cent to stand in the yard during a play
1564: The year Shakespeare was born
Thames: The river on the banks of which the Globe is located
Queen Elizabeth: The Royal who attended several of Shakespeare’s plays
Afternoon: The time of day when Elizabethan plays were performed
Foot: A unit consisting of a combination of syllables and stresses
Susanna, Judith, and Hamnet: Shakespeare’s daughters
The Tragical Historye of Romeus and Juliet: The long poem by Arthur Brooke that was the primary source for Romeo and Juliet
Lord Chamberlain’s Men: The acting company in which Shakespeare was a member
The Rose, the Theatre, the Curtain, the Blackfriars: Examples of London playhouses during the 1580s
