Symbolism in Romeo and Juliet
Using Haiku Deck

Description:

Romeo and Juliet is filled with symbolism. One way to gain a deeper understanding of what is being said is to focus on one section of text at a time, and to connect the text with visual representations. 
Choose a section of text at least 10 lines long that contains some of the symbols that we have talked about so far (light/dark, astral, birds). Use the (free) app Haiku Deck to recreate this section of text and bring it to life. 

Instructions:
1. Download Haiku Deck on your iPad, or use the website version at www.haikudeck.com. 

2. Choose at least 10 consecutive lines from Romeo and Juliet that contains mention of symbols. 

3. You can decide how to chunk groups of lines on each slide. Note that each slide only allows for a small amount of text. Use the Image Search on the app to find images that connect with the symbols. Each picture you choose will be the background for each slide. 
4. Choose different text formats and layouts for the lines. 

5. When you are finished, touch the “Share” button and choose COPY URL. Paste the link onto a Google Doc in your English Folder. Title the document “RoJu Haiku”. On the same document, tell me which section of text you chose for this assignment.
